Allusions to European literature of all
periods abound, jostling with classical mythology, Bible references and a keen observation of the minutiae of
London life in the post-war years. The seventeen-page poem was published with its own seven pages of
“explanatory” notes from Eliot. The notes are frequently not helpful; indeed many are more obscure than the
matters they claim to elucidate. Eliot makes no concessions whatsoever to his readers. If you are not male,
classically educated and part of the inter-war generation – well, tough!
